1 RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.   
2 ENTRIES

Competitors may enter by delivering a completed entry form and paying the appropriate entry fee, if any to SSRC, c/o Tim Breen, 1099 Shoemaker Rd., Webster, NY 14580, during registration 0800-0900 on August 25, 2007, or to the PRO before the skipper’s meeting 0900 on Saturday Auguust 25, 2007.

3 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at Rochester Junior Sailing Building west  wall.
4 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed from the flagpole located north of the Rochester Yacht Club clubhouse. If a postponement is signaled ashore, the warning signal will be made not less than one hour after AP is lowered. This changes Race Signals. 
5 SCHEDULE OF RACES
The warning signal for the first race will be as follows: 

1030 Saturday August 25th (3 races are scheduled) Cookout at RYC after racing.
1030 Sunday August 26th (2 races are scheduled) Post race awards at RYC.

8 RACING AREA

The racing area will be approximately 1.7 NM north of the west pier off Rochester, NY.

9 RADIO COMMUNICATION

9.1
All radio communications with the Race Committee shall be on VHF Channel 09.
9.2
The race committee will use VHF channel 09 to communicate to the fleet, including the location of the starting area, course designation, countdown to the start, OCS boats, General Recalls and Postponements. Failure to make these broadcasts or failure to hear them shall not constitute grounds for granting redress. This changes RRS 62.1. 

10 THE COURSES  
10.1  The diagrams in Attachment  A  shows the courses, course designations, the marks in order and the rounding direction of each mark.

10.2 Display of the course: The identifying letter of the course will be displayed from the Race Committee signal boat no later than the warning signal of the starting division. The approximate compass bearing of Mark 1 will also be displayed from the Race Committee signal boat. 
11 MARKS

All Marks will be Orange Tetrahedrons or Yellow Spheres. 
12 STARTING AND FINISHING LINES

The starting and finishing lines will be between the orange flag on the RC signal boat and the adjacent mark of the course as designated in Attachment One.  
13 TIME LIMITS
A race will be abandoned if:

(a) The first boat fails to round the first mark within 1 hour from the first start; or

(b) The first boat fails to finish within 1½ hours from the last start. 

Boats finishing more than 30 minutes after the finish of the first boat of the last starting Division will be scored DNF. This changes RRS 35. 

14 PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS
Protests shall be delivered to Rochester Yacht Club bar within one hour after the race committee finish boat docks. The protest time limit and a list of protests received will be posted on the official notice board at RYC. Hearings will be held as soon as possible after racing each day in conference room at the White House at the Rochester Yacht Club.

15 SCORING

The Low Point System of Appendix A of the racing rules will apply. 

Spring Series:  Five races are scheduled over 2 days, Saturday and Sunday.  One race constitutes a series.

The event will be scored several ways:
All Boats- Saturday and Sunday results for overall SSRC winners, awards at RYC after racing on Sunday. 
GYC members - Saturday results for GYC Regatta series.
RYC members - Saturday and Sunday results for RYC fall series.

3) Number of laps will be signaled by the number immediately above the course name displayed on the Race Committee Signal Boat.
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4) Avoid start/finish line, unless starting or finishing
